Abstract

This study aims to inquire what animals are mentioned in each of Shakespeare’s works and

how they are distributed through his different plays and poems.

The complete table is presented

here. The animal names referred to by Shakespeare are not uniformly distributed but there are
a considerable number of concentrations of animal names throughout his works, where animals
very frequently contribute to his use of metaphors and similes.
